INDOOR SOCCER/FUTSAL BY-LAWS

REVISED May 2011
ARTICLE 1 – NAME
1.1
The name of the committee shall be the Owen Sound Minor Soccer Association - Futsal 
Committee hereinafter referred to as "the Committee", which is under the governance of the 
Owen Sound Minor Soccer Association hereinafter referred to as "the OSMSA ", which shall be affiliated to the Ontario Soccer Association.

ARTICLE 2 - OBJECTIVES

2.1
To help {boys/girls/men/women/individuals} develop their character as resourceful and 
responsible members of their community by providing opportunities, through the game of 



Futsal, for their mental, physical, social and leadership development.

2.2
To promote and develop the game of Futsal.
ARTICLE 3 - MEMBERSHIP

3.1
Membership is open to any person willing to subscribe to the objectives, rules and programs of 
 the Committee.

3.2
The voting membership shall consist of the families of registered players, team officials and 
volunteers.

3.3
Non-voting members shall be supporters and sponsors.

ARTICLE 4- THE FUTSAL COMMITTEE
4.1
The Committee shall be comprised of the Chairperson, Vice Chairperson, Secretary, 
Treasurer, Equipment Coordinator, Registrar, Referee Coordinator, Coach Coordinator, Gym Supervisor Coordinator, Statistician, Sponsor Coordinator and Facilities Coordinator who shall conduct the business of the Committee.

4.2
The election of the Committee shall be done with a simple majority of votes cast to elect at the 
Committee's Annual General Meeting.
4.2.1
No nominations to Committee positions shall be accepted for persons in absentia.

4.3
Positions on the Committee shall each carry a term of one year or to the date of the following 
Annual General Meeting.

4.4
Any decision made by a member of the Committee with regards to any business of the Committee shall be subject to the scrutiny and approval of the rest of the Committee.
ARTICLE 5- ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING

5.1
The Annual General Meeting shall be held no later than September 15th each calendar year. All members shall receive fourteen (14) days clear notice of the date, time, and place of the AGM.

5.2
The order of Business of the Annual General Meeting shall be:

i) Roll Call

ii) Minutes of the previous AGM

iii) Chairperson’s report

iv) Treasurer’s report

v) Proposed amendments to the By-Laws

vi) Ratification of amendments to the Rules and Regulations

vii) Committee members’ reports

viii) Unfinished business

ix) Election of the Committee

x) New Business 
xi) Adjournment
ARTICLE 6- RULES OF ORDER

6.1
All meetings of the Committee shall be conducted in accordance with Robert's Rules of Order insofar as        they may apply.

ARTICLE 7- PRESIDING OFFICER

7.1 
The Chairperson shall preside at all general meetings of the Committee.

7.1.1
 In the absence of the Chairperson the Vice-Chair shall preside.

7.1.2 
If both the Chairperson and the Vice-Chair are absent a selection of a pro tem Presiding Officer shall be made by the committee members present.

ARTICLE 8- QUORUM

8.1
A majority in terms of eligible votes of the committee members shall form a quorum at all General Meetings.

ARTICLE 9- VOTING

9.1
One (1) attending member shall be allowed to cast a single vote on any one (1) motion brought before the Committee at General Meetings.

9.2 
Voting by proxy shall not be permitted.

9.3
At all meetings of the Committee voting shall be by a show of hands, unless a poll is requested. Decisions on motions brought before the Committee shall be reached by a simple majority, unless otherwise required by the By-Laws of the Committee.

9.3.1
 In the event that a vote results in a tie, the active motion is defeated.

9.3.2
 If a poll is required, an appointed scrutineer shall total the votes and report the result to the 
Presiding Officer, who shall announce the results to the Assembly for record.

ARTICLE 10- MEMBERS OF THE COMMITTEE

10.1 
The Chairperson shall preside at all meetings of the Committee. He/she shall represent the Committee and act as spokesperson for the Committee at all times unless the responsibility is delegated. He/she or his/her elected delegate will act as the Committee representative to the OSMSA Executive and shall attend their meetings.

10.2 
The Vice-Chairperson shall preside at all meetings of the Committee when the Chairperson is not able to                      attend.

10.3 
The Secretary shall give notice of all Committee meetings to persons entitled thereto. He/she shall attend all such meetings and shall record the minutes. He/she shall see that copies of these minutes are provided to each of the committee members. He/she will be the custodian of the Committee minutes and correspondence files.

10.4
The Treasurer shall keep full and accurate accounts of receipts and disbursements in books belonging to the Committee in the Committee bank account.  This person also acts as a signing officer, under the guidance of the Executive.

10.5
The Registrar shall be responsible for organizing and operating the Committee's registration nights. He/she shall be responsible for the creation and management of team lists from the registration information.  He/she or his/her designate shall be responsible for the inputting of registration data into the OSA database system.

10.6
The Equipment Coordinator shall be responsible for all physical assets of the Committee.  He/she shall inventory all the uniforms, balls and coaches equipment at end of the season.  He/she shall solicit all possible suppliers for prices and report all findings to the Committee.

10.7
The Referee Coordinator shall be responsible for administering all current and future referees.    He/she will liaise with the OSMSA Referee Coordinator in order to organize the Committee's referees’ attendance in required courses/updates. He/she will create and manage a referee schedule from the current season’s game schedules and forward a payment list to the Treasurer.   He/she will act as a guiding voice when coaches and referees bring questions or concerns regarding rules of Futsal before the Committee.

10.8
The Coach Coordinator shall be responsible for administering all current and future coaches. 
He/she will liaise all disputes with coaches concerns regarding rules, player assignments and 
schedules.

10.9
The Gym Supervisor Coordinator shall be responsible for soliciting and liaising with all division 
gym supervisors.

10.10
 The Sponsor Coordinator shall be responsible for liaising and administering all current sponsors 
and promoting the solicitation of any potential sponsors on behalf of the Committee.

10.11
The Statistician shall also be responsible for collection and maintenance of the statistics for all 
divisions that are required to submit game sheets during the current season.  When required he/she shall report the standings in order to determine the playoff schedules.  He/she shall be responsible for transmitting the weekly game results to the local media.

10.12
 The Facilities Coordinator shall be responsible for liaising with the Owen Sound area schools for 
the acquisition of gymnasium time. He/she shall be the Committee's contact with the School 
Board representatives in regards to issues arising from usage of the facilities.

ARTICLE 11- VACANCIES

11.1 
The office of a member of the Committee shall be vacated upon:

11.1.2 
Resignation in writing.

11.1.3 
If he/she becomes incapable of performing the business of the Committee.

11.1.4 
If he/she be removed by resolution of the Committee for a good and sufficient cause.

11.2
Should a vacancy occur on the Committee during a term of office or during elections, the Committee 

 
will have the authority to appoint an interim replacement for the remainder of that term of  office.

ARTICLE 12 –AUDITOR

12.1
The Executive of OSMSA will appoint an Auditor for the next fiscal year.

12.2
The books of this committee will be reviewed annually by an accountant appointed by the OSMSA           Executive.  

ARTICLE 13- DISCIPLINE

13.1
All discipline of players, or team officials reported for misconduct shall be under the control of 
the Committee except as otherwise stipulated, with right of appeal to the OSMSA.

13.2
The Disciplinary Committee shall consist of a minimum of three (3) persons, which may include the Chairperson, Referee Convenor, and the Gym Supervisor of the division (when applicable) and any member of the Committee who wishes to participate.

13.2.1
Any member of the Discipline Committee with a conflict of interest shall not sit on the Discipline Committee for that issue.

13.3
Cases involving physical assault of a game official shall be handled as per OSA Rules and Regulations.

ARTICLE 14- OTHER REGULATIONS
14.1
The Committee may modify, add or delete any rules and regulations by way of a majority vote at any Committee meeting.
14.2
No regulation may violate the individual's rights and freedom, except as may be required to protect the rights and freedom of any individual and ensure the stability of the basic structure of the game.

ARTICLE 15- AMENDMENTS TO THE BY-LAWS

15.1
All proposed amendments to the By-Laws are to be forwarded in writing to the Committee 
Secretary, not later than fifteen (15) days immediately prior to the Annual General Meeting. 
15.2
Amendments to the By-Laws shall require a majority vote of two-thirds (2/3) majority votes of the active members present at the Annual General Meeting, unless otherwise required by Corporation Laws.

15.3
Amendments to the Rules and Regulations can be made by a majority vote of the Committee or 
the members at a General Meeting.

15.3.1
All amendments to the Rules and Regulations shall be recorded within the meeting minutes.

15.3.2 
All amendments must be ratified at the next Annual General Meeting or a Special General Meeting called for that purpose.

15.4
All changes to the By-Laws or the Rules and Regulations are subject to the approval of the OSMSA Executive Committee.

ARTICLE 16- DISSOLUTION

16.1
In the event of dissolution, all debts and liabilities shall be paid. Any remaining assets shall be transferred to the OSMSA.

RULES AND REGULATIONS
RULE 1- REGISTRATION

1.1
Registration shall be carried out during the fall Owen Sound Minor Sports registration nights.

1.2
Any registrations after September 30th of the current year shall be subject to a late fee per player as set by the Committee from time to time.

1.2.1
 All registrations received after September 15th of the current year shall have the time and date recorded on them as well as the signature of the Committee member receiving them.

1.3
A player should register on a registration form, signed by a legal guardian, provided by the Committee and pay the required fee as well as provide a Player Code of Conduct signed by both player and guardian prior to participating in any Committee program.

1.4
Registration forms shall be made available after the final registration night.

1.5
The following amount of the registration fee will be refunded to those players deciding not to play Futsal after registering. Uniforms must be returned to receive a registration refund. 


-before the first scheduled game is played 75% of the fee


-before the 3rd scheduled game is played 50% of the fee


-after the 3rd scheduled game is played NO REFUND


Any registration specifying a conflict with a player attending on a specific weekday or time shall be awarded a full refund.

Any player suspended or voluntarily withdrawing from Indoor Soccer as a result of disciplinary action for violations of the Player Code of Conduct will not receive a refund of registration fees. 
1.5.1
All refunds will be issued after the 3rd scheduled game has been played.

RULE 2 - PLAYERS

2.1
A player must play within the age division of which their current age prescribes them.
2.1.1
The age classifications are in accordance to age groupings adopted by the O.S.A.

2.1.2 
Players' birthdays must be before (under) the age designation for their age group by January 1 of the current playing season.

2.2
Players may be considered to play up in an older age division but may not play down in a younger age division.

2.2.1
If a player wishes to play in an age division above their current level, they must petition the Committee and will be allowed to move up only with the Committee’s approval.
2.3
A player may be allowed to play in two different divisions providing there are available numbers in the divisions.

RULE 3 - TEAMS

3.1
At the start of the match, each team must have a minimum of four (4) players.

3.1.1
Each team shall have up to ten (10) minutes past the scheduled start time of the match to assemble the required minimum number of players.
3.2
In the event of a team not having four (4) or more players the game will be declared forfeit and a score of 1-0 awarded in favor of the opposing team.

3.3
If both teams fail to assemble the required four players then a double forfeit will result.

3.3.1 
If a double forfeiture occurs neither team shall be awarded any points.
 3.4
The Committee will operate recreational teams at all age levels consistent with player registration and   competition availability.

3.5
Teams in all age groups may be made up from players from both genders.

3.5.1    In mixed age divisions all teams will be assigned a balanced number of players according to gender.

3.6
Players who are added to a team's original roster may not dress for a game until their registration with the Committee has been confirmed.

3.7
All players wishing to participate on tournament teams must be registered with the OSMSA to play Futsal during the current season and will be put onto a house league team.
3.7.1
No new registrations for tournament team players will be accepted after midnight Dec 31st of current season.
3.8 
Open tryouts must be held for all tournament teams.
3.8.1 
Any house league coach participating in a tournament using his/her current roster does not require tryouts.
RULE 4- UNIFORM

4.1
The OSMSA Club crest will be emblazoned on the left breast of the shirt.

4.2
Any other marking on the shirt, including sponsors names shall be subservient to the OSMSA 
Club crest.

RULE 5 - PLAYERS EQUIPMENT
5.1
The Committee will provide the following equipment to each player: Shirt and socks.
5.2
All players must provide suitable protection in the form of shinguards. These shall be worn beneath the socks.

5.3
All players must wear suitable footwear with non-marking rubber soles.

RULE 6- DISCIPLINE

6.1
Player, team and team official discipline for game infractions will be handled in accordance with 
the procedures published by SWRSA.

6.2
Any member who consistently infringes the By-Laws and Rules of the Committee or brings the 
OSMSA into disrepute may be reprimanded, suspended or expelled from the OSMSA after a 
hearing by the OSMSA Executive at which the member may attend at the member’s discretion.

6.3
Any player who accumulates four (4) cautions (yellow cards) in the same season will be subject to a one (l) game suspension pending a hearing of the Discipline Committee. The player may attend the hearing to contest the suspension.

6.3.1 
Any player who accumulates six (6) cautions (yellow cards) in the same season will be subject to a one game suspension pending a hearing of the Discipline Committee. The player is required to attend the hearing to account for their actions.
6.3.2 
Any player who accumulates eight (8) cautions (yellow cards) in the same season will be subject to a two (2) game suspension pending a hearing of the Discipline Committee. The player is required to attend the hearing to account for their actions.
6.3.3 
If a player who accumulates nine (9) cautions in the same season they shall be suspended for the remainder of the season pending a hearing of the Discipline Committee. The player is required 
to attend the hearing to account for their actions.

6.4
Any player sent off (red card) during a game will be subject to a one (1) game suspension pending a hearing of the Discipline Committee. The player is required to attend the hearing to account for their actions.
6.4.1 
Players being sent off are required to quit the pitch and leave the gym area.

6.5
If a player is found guilty of two (2) sending off offences in the same season they shall be suspended for the remainder of the season.

6.6
In cases where the discipline is late in the current season, which include the playoffs, sanctions may carry over to the following season.

6.7
Any coach who is requested to leave the pitch during a game will be subject to a one (1) game suspension pending a hearing of the Discipline Committee. The coach is required to attend the hearing to account for their actions.

6.8
When a coach or spectator is requested to leave a game in progress by the referee, they must leave the gym area.
6.9
Any player or coach who strikes a game official, referee, gym supervisor, coach or any member of the Committee will be suspended from taking part in any OSMSA game for a minimum of twelve (12) months from the said date of the incident. 

6.10
Any player/coach who is sent off in any tournament representing OSMSA may be subject to a hearing before the Disciplinary Committee to determine if any sanctions are warranted.

6.11
The Committee shall provide proper forms available for the referees to record all cautions, sending off offences or special incidents.

6.12
A notice of appeal of any suspension must be received within forty-eight (48) hours of the Disciplinary Committee’s decision.

RULE 7- DURATION OF THE MATCH

7.1 
The match shall consist of two (2) equal periods of running time.
7.1.1 
Extra time may be allowed in the case of injuries and shall be at the discretion of the referee. 

7.2
The referee shall allow up to ten (10) minutes from the scheduled starting time in order for both 
teams to assemble.

7.3
The normal duration of a half shall be from twenty (20) to twenty-five (25) minutes.

7.3.1 
The referee shall determine the length of halves based upon when the teams are prepared to start the match.
7.3.2 
In cases where the match fails to begin within the first ten (10) minutes of scheduled time due to 
conditions beyond the control of the referee, gym supervisor, coaches or players, the duration of the 

match shall be shortened to allow the maximum playable time available within the remaining 

scheduled time for the match.
7.3.3 
In the event that a team has no substitutes at the beginning of the match, their Coach shall have 

the option to limit the time to twenty (20) minute halves.
7.3.3.1
In the event that a team has only four (4) players at the start of the match, the referee shall limit 

the game to twenty (20) minute halves.

7.4
All regular season games that end in a tie will be final with no extra time or replay.

7.5
If a referee stops a game before the completion of the allowed time as specified in the Rules and 

Regulations, for reasons of inclement weather or other natural events, it must be replayed in its 

entirety if less than one-third (1/3) of the second half of the match has been played.

7.6
If more than one-third (1/3) of the second half has been played, the result of the match at the time 

of the stoppage will stand. The referee will be the sole judge of the time lapsed.
7.7
During playoff games all games shall have a winner. In the event that a game is tied at the end of 

regular play the following format for determining a winner will be used. 
7.7.1
Two full five (5) minute halves. No Golden Goal (sudden death). Teams change ends between 

halves with no break.

7.8
If the game is still tied after extra time, the winner will be decided by kicks from the Penalty Mark as per OSA Law.(See Appendix “D”)
7.8.1 
A flip of the coin shall determine which team begins the kicks from the Penalty Mark procedure.

7.9 
Every game will be played unless the coaches notify the players otherwise.

7.10
All games, which cannot be played in accordance with the schedule, will be rescheduled at the 

earliest date available.

7.10.1
If there is not sufficient time left by the end of the season to reschedule games the teams involved will be awarded a tie result (0-0) and each team will receive one (1) point.  
RULE 8- COACHES

8.1
Coaches are responsible for good training practices of the team, maintaining the appropriate level 

of fitness of the players and for the conduct of the players.

8.2
Coaches will not interfere with the running of the games by the referees.
8.3
Coaches will play each player equally using fair play as mandated by OSMSA.

8.4
Coaches shall submit all protests in writing to the gym supervisor within forty-eight (48) hours of the end of the game.

8.5
Coaches may not contact radio or the press regarding games without the Committee's permission.

8.6
Coaches are responsible to complete the player evaluation forms provided by the division gym supervisor. The purpose of these evaluations is for future reference on player capabilities, attendance and dedication.

8.6.1 
The gym supervisor has the authority to delay the start of a game until the player evaluations have been submitted.
8.7
Coaches shall not solicit funds from the parents or sponsors for the team.

RULE 9- REFEREES

9.1
Referees experience shall be categorized according to the requirements as set out in the Referees 
Guidelines. 
9.1.1
Compensation for referees shall be in accordance with Appendix “C” as amended by resolution of the Committee from time to time.
9.2
If an assigned assistant referee fails to show, the referee has the authority to appoint a replacement assistant referee if he/she wishes.
9.2.1 
The appointed second referee shall receive monetary reimbursement for their time only by the 

approval of the Committee and at a rate the Committee specifies.

9.2.2 
In cases where the assigned referees fail to show, the gym supervisor shall appoint a replacement to act in their stead.
9.3 
Referees shall be paid one week prior to Christmas Day and two weeks after the final playoff games are played. Prior to receiving his/her final payment, each referee shall return all equipment supplied by the Futsal Committee. 
9.4
All referees shall be required to officiate in a professional manner.

9.4.1 All referees shall dress in a manner dictated by the Committee.
9.5
All referees shall sign an agreement prior to the start of the season which shall have referee 
guidelines attached stating the procedures and conduct of the referees. 

RULE 10-DISPUTES

10.1
Any member may request the Committee to settle a dispute by submitting, in writing, to the 

Committee, the nature of the dispute and to request a hearing of all concerned.

10.2
The Committee will convene the hearing within fourteen (14) days from receipt of the request.

10.3
Any member may request a Special General Meeting in accordance with the By- Laws of the 

OSMSA to settle a dispute.

RULE 11- LEAGUE CHAMPIONSHIPS

11.1
A champion shall be decided for each age division that records game sheets and keeps statistics 
throughout the season.

11.2
Each division championship shall be decided using the following criteria.

11.3
Points will be awarded for each game (during the regular season of play) as:


~ three (3) points for a win


~ one (1) point to each team for a tie


~ zero (0) points for a loss


~ zero (0) points for a loss/default/double default 
11.4
The final league statistics, calculated from all game sheets properly submitted to the Statistician 
will form the basis of each team’s playoff berth for their division.

11.5
In the event that two (2) teams tie in points for their division. The following will be used to determine the team who will retain the higher playoff berth.


 -record versus each other ,  the team with least goals against, the team with the most goals for

11.6 
The league playoffs shall be in accordance to the schedule detailed in Appendix “A”.

11.7
The first and second place teams after playoffs for each division shall be awarded tokens of recognition.
11.7.1 
Tokens of recognition shall be provided for all U8 and U10 Division players.
RULE 12 - CONTRARY TO PUBLISHED FUTSAL RULES

12.1
Slide tackling is not allowed during OSMSA games. 

12.2
As per FIFA law, goaltenders in all age divisions are permitted to throw the ball anywhere on the playing surface without penalty. After making a save, if a goalie wishes to kick the ball, it must be placed on the ground (no drop kicks) before being kicked. If the ball is being returned to play after being out of bounds (goal clearance) it must be released from the goaltender’s hands.

12.3
The Penalty Area(s) shall be defined as follows:

Notre Dame, St Mary's and West Hill (East Gym) - the top of the penalty area shall be the free 
throw line extended outwards parallel to the goal line to the point where it intersects the three-
point line. The outer arcs will encompass the three-point line from the goal line to the point 
where it intersects the extended free throw line. See Appendix "B".

West Hill (West Gym) - the penalty area shall encompass the area marked by the three-point line.
The Penalty Marks shall be defined as they are in the Laws of the Game. Being 6m and 10m from the     midpoint between the goal posts and equidistant from them.

12.4     In the event of a team not having four (4) or more players the game will be declared forfeit and a score of 
1-0 awarded in favour of the opposing team.

12.5     During Kick-ins defending players shall be no closer than three(3) meters from the ball until the kick has been taken.  Infractions of this rule can result in an indirect free kick being awarded by the referee.

12.6 
Substitutions of players must take place in the designated area in front of the player’s bench.  A player 
may not enter the pitch until the player they are replacing has come off.  Infractions of this rule can result in an indirect free kick being awarded by the referee.

RULE 13- OBLIGATIONS OF MEMBERS

13.1 
Members are required to abide by the By-Laws and Rules of the Committee and the OSMSA.

13.2
From time to time special events are held requiring additional volunteers. All members are 
encouraged to help in these situations to ensure the success of the special event.

RULE 14- OBLIGATION OF THE COMMITTEE

14.1
To ensure that all members are aware of, and in compliance with, the Constitution, Rules and 
Procedures of the OSMSA, SWRSA and the OSA.

RULE 15 - UNFINISHED BUSINESS

15.1
Future members of the Committee are hereby empowered to deal with, or rule on, any unfinished business from previous Committee’s year.

Appendix “D”

PLAYOFF RULES

Revised October 2011
1. Games can not end in a tie in a playoff game. If tied at the end of the game, two 5 minute periods are fully played (NO golden goal). Teams change sides after first 5 minutes. There is no half-time or time-outs.

2. If still tied after the 10 minutes, the game goes to penalty shots, as per FIFA law. Selection of players can be from the whole team for the penalty shots.  (does not have to be those on the pitch at the end of game time.)  There must be an even number of players taking the penalty shots.  If 1 team has 7 players in total (including goalie) and the other has 9 players, the team with 9 will select the 7 who will be involved in the shootout and the remaining 2 players take a seat on the bench until the game is over. Then each team selects the first 5 players to take shots(1 of the 5 must act as goalie).  The coach is to select the order of the shooters and each player must take 1 penalty shot in assigned order, alternating between teams. 

3.  If still tied after the first 5 shots then the coach uses the remaining eligible players to take penalty shots and if this is less than 5 players, he pulls the necessary # of players from his first 5 shooters. Penalty shots now go head to head until the tie is broken.  Once the order in which the players are to shoot has been set it can not be changed. (The referee is responsible for keeping track of the original shooting order.)  A coin toss will decide which team kicks first.
